The clinical and research base for FFT continues to expand with new projects addressing a range of clinical populations, such as gang-involvement, substance use, depression, and trauma, in diverse clinical settings (including re-entry, justice, psychiatric, child welfare, and mental health).  This presentation provides an overview of these developments, with a focus on providing information about clinical accommodations and adaptations that have been made to the FFT model to address the unique issues encountered with specific populations in unique service delivery contexts.
