The Nuts and Bolts of Supervision in FFT

Building on the refinements described in the Supervision I presentation, the focus of this presentation is on the specific procedures and activities of the supervision process in FFT. We provide an overview of the how to structure supervision to achieve the goals of supervision and recommendations for how to select cases for fidelity review.  In addition, this presentation includes information about how to structure questions to complete fidelity ratings and to plan for upcoming sessions during each phase of FFT.
