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Benefits counseling, planning and management is now recognized as an emerging service critical to assisting people with disabilities who stay employed.  The Individual Self-Sufficiency Planning Project is a five-year research and demonstration grant funded by the Social Security Administration to provide the ongoing employment supports of benefits planning and service coordination to persons with severe psychiatric disabilities who are receiving Supplemental Security Income, Social Security Disability Insurance, or both.  This presentation will describe the project, services provided and present the outcomes and cost effectiveness achieved.  Recommendations are made for incorporating this service into the vocational rehabilitation and public mental health systems.
